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Part I Introduction
Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade will be held in Chengdu in 2021. Then tens of thousands of athletes, sports officials and reporters from many countries and regions around the world will gather in Chengdu to celebrate this global sports event. Billions of audiences around the world will watch and understand the grand occasion of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade on the spot or through TV and Internet broadcasts. It will leave valuable cultural and sports heritage for Chengdu and Chinese sports culture to make Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade a wonderful, extraordinary and outstanding sports event.
The emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade (hereinafter referred to as "Chengdu Universiade") are important parts of its brand image and competition landscape.
In order to ensure the perfect combination of the emblem and mascot of the Universiade with global, national, artistic and innovative factors, the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade (hereinafter referred to as the "Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade") launched a global contribution on April 29, 2019 (hereinafter referred to as the "contribution campaign") regarding the proposal for the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade (hereinafter referred to as the "proposal"). 
The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade sincerely welcomes natural persons, legal persons and other organizations (hereinafter collectively referred to as the "contributors") who are interested in participating in the design of the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade to actively participate in this contribution campaign and contribute wisdom and strength to Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade.
Part II Notes for Contributors
2.1 General Provisions
The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade welcomes and thanks all qualified contributors to participate in this contribution campaign. All contributors are requested to submit qualified proposals on time.
The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade hopes to select the proposals of the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade through this contribution campaign. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will organize and complete this contribution campaign according to arrangements.
2.2 Basic Regulations to be Observed by Contributors
Basic regulations to be observed by contributors include but are not limited to:
(1) Contributors shall abide by all applicable laws, regulations and normative documents, including but not limited to: Chinese laws and regulations, laws and regulations of other countries/regions that contributors need to abide by (if applicable), and relevant regulations of the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade.
(2) Contributors shall bear all expenses incurred in participating in this contribution campaign. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will not assume any responsibility for any expenses incurred by contributors.
(3) Contributors shall confirm and agree that the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to use freely the proposals submitted by the contributors in organizing and reviewing the design of the emblem, mascot and slogan of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade. However, it will not disclose the proposals to any third party other than the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, International University Sports Federation (FISU) and the teams designated by them.    
(4) And other requirements needed to be observed by the contributors.
Part III Qualifications of Contributors
All natural persons, legal persons and other organizations that are interested in the design of the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade and voluntarily abide by all the requirements of this design contribution document and this contribution campaign may participate in this contribution campaign and submit the proposal individually or jointly.    
Part IV Composition of Proposal
4.1 Composition of Proposal
The proposal is comprised of the following two complete and inseparable parts: the first is the documents and supporting materials (hereinafter referred to as "qualification documents and legal documents") signed and submitted by the contributors in this contribution campaign; the second is the design proposal.
The contributors shall submit the proposal on time according to the requirements of this contribution document. Any proposal that does not meet the requirements of this contribution document (including but not limited to the lack, omission or inaccuracy of contents) may be considered as invalid because the contributors do not participate in the design contribution according to the requirements. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to refuse to accept the relevant proposal or revoke their qualification for participation and selection. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade may request contributors to supplement materials in order to complete relevant follow-up work and procedures, but this is not its obligation.

4.2 The qualification documents and legal documents that the contributors must sign and submit in this contribution campaign include:
(1) Commitment Letter (see Table 1);
(2) Letter of Authorization (see Table 2. Legal persons or contributors from other organizations must sign and submit the letter);
(3) Contributor Information Form (see Table 3);
(4) The contributors' identity documents:
Natural persons of Chinese nationality must submit copies of their ID cards, while those of non-Chinese nationality or stateless persons must submit copies of their passports or other valid identity documents;
If the contributor has a statutory agent, the valid identity document of the agent shall also be submitted (the requirements are the same as above);
Legal persons or contributors from other organizations shall submit the business license and organization code certificate (if any), and copies of the valid identity documents of legal representatives/responsible persons and authorized persons.
(5) And other documents required by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade.
4.3 Design Proposal
It shall include design drawings, design specifications and design application proposals. Among them:
(1) The design drawings include the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade, each of which shall include one or a group of (more than one) emblem(s) and mascot(s):

(2) The design specifications should contain a detailed description of the creation basis, process, philosophy, inspiration and concepts of the design proposal, and, if any, stories about the emblem and mascot that reveal their style, characteristics, advantages and disadvantages.

(3) Design application proposals refer to the extended proposal of design drawings in plane and three-dimensional design. It shall include at least two kinds of extended proposals: large one and small one (such as giant flags, posters, badges, large and small toys). 

Part V Requirements for Design Proposal
5.1. Design Concept
(1) Design goal
The design should show the spirit of sports and pass the value of excellence, respect and friendship.
The emblem and mascot should reflect Chinese culture and value as well as the vision of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade.
The emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade should be designed to be different from but relevant to each other, and adopt harmonious and unified design language and style.
The emblem and mascot should demonstrate harmony and unity in overall appearance and feelings.
The emblem and mascot need to be novel, unique, beautiful, decent, creative and recognizable, leaving a profound impression on the audience.
The mascot should be lively, lovely and friendly, generally recognized by people of different cultural backgrounds, different genders and ages. In particular, it should be well received by children and teenagers.
The emblem and mascot should have strong plasticity and creativity and their designs can be extended according to different needs.
The mascot should meet the demands of business development, can be made in various sizes (from small badges to mascot landscape with a height of several meters) and can be made with various materials (such as metal works or plush toys). It should apply to many known or unknown fields, media, forms and technologies, including T-shirts, backpacks, water cups, stationery, other licensed products, 2D or 3D animation (it can be shown on the TV, Internet, light disk, cellphone and other media), VR, printed matters, audiovisual dynamic images/broadcast, logos, games, decorations, and landscapes on Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade. The mascot should be reproduced easily (when people want to enlarge/shrink the mascot image or reproduce it with multiple colors/a single color, they just need to make a slight modification).
(2) Meeting the vision and mission of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade
5.2 Other Requirements of Mascot Design
The design requirements on the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade should also include:
The emblem and mascot must be original. It cannot be published works or works of other people (including but not limited to other mascots and cartoon images) that experience duplication, modification, adaptation, deduction, split, combination and other revision.
The emblem and mascot must be different from the mascots of previous Universiades, other important international sports competitions and domestic major sports events.
The mascot should have its name. The name should be original and creative and its intellectual property can be protected. It shall not cause any prejudice against the Universiade values, have any religious connotation, nor be associated to any third party. Note: Even if one proposal is selected, the mascot name in it may not be the final name.
The design drawings of the emblem and mascot shall not contain any information that can be used to identify the contributor.
Part VI Submission of Proposal
Contributors must submit their proposals according to the following requirements, otherwise they will be considered to not obey requirements of this contribution document, which directly affects the acceptance and evaluation of their proposals.
There is no limit on the number of proposals submitted by contributors. Each contributor may submit one proposal (involving the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade) or multiple proposals.
6.1 Submitted Documents and Order Requirements of Proposal
In each proposal, the following documents applicable to the contributor must be arranged in order. When contributors submit documents of their independent choices, they shall also arrange these documents in the following order:
(1) Commitment Letter (Print it on A4 paper and sign it, then upload the scanned copy. All contributors must submit the letter);
(2) Letter of Authorization (Print it on A4 paper and sign it, then upload the scanned copy. Legal persons or contributors from other organizations must submit the letter);
3) Contributor Information Form (Print it on A4 paper and sign it, then upload the scanned copy. All contributors must submit the form);
(4) Contributor identity documents (Upload the scanned copy. All contributors must submit the documents);
(5) Qualification and other documents that the contributor considers necessary to submit (Upload the scanned copy. The contributor may make an independent choice on the submission);
(6) Emblem and mascot design drawings (including the design drawings of the emblem and mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade, the drawing of mascot front, the three-view drawing of the mascot. All contributors must submit these drawings);
(7) Emblem and mascot design specifications (All contributors must submit the specifications);
(8) Emblem and mascot design application proposals (All contributors must submit the proposals);
(9) Electronic documents in formats of JPG and PDF (with a resolution of 300 dpi or higher) (All contributors must submit such documents);
(10) Extended design (Print or draw it on A4 paper, then upload the scanned copy. The contributor may make an independent choice on the submission);
(11) Video materials of the design proposal (The contributor may make an independent choice on the submission);
(12) Other documents that the contributor considers necessary to submit (The contributor may make an independent choice on the submission);
(13) And other documents required by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (if applicable).
6.2 Packaging Requirements of Proposal
(1) The contributor shall put documents mentioned in 6.1 (1)-(5), (12) and (13) into one file package (qualification documents and legal documents) and these mentioned in 6.1 (6)-(12) into the other package (design proposal).
(2) "Qualification documents and legal documents" and "design proposal" must be packaged, compressed and marked with corresponding filenames.
6.3 Filling, Signing and Other Requirements of Proposal
(1) The original copy of Commitment Letter, Letter of Authorization and Contributor Information Form should be written in indelible blue or black ink and signed by the contributor. If the contributor is a natural person, these documents should be signed by the contributor. If the natural person is without or with limited capacity for civil conduct, these documents should be signed by both the contributor and legal representative (the signature should conform to the name on submitted identity document and be made in normal habit, the same below). If the contributor is a legal person or comes from other organizations, these documents should be signed by the legal representative/responsible person and the authorized representative of corresponding organization and affixed with the seal of the legal person or corresponding organization (if any).
(2) Each page of qualification documents and legal documents should be signed by the contributor. The contributor who is a natural person shall sign the family name or the initial of its spelling on lower right corner of documents (if the natural person is without or with limited capacity for civil conduct, these documents should be signed by both the contributor and legal representative). If the contributor is a legal person or comes from other organizations, the legal person or the legal representative, responsible person or authorized representative of corresponding organization shall sign the family name or the initial of its spelling on lower right corner of documents and stamp the seal of legal person or corresponding organization (if any) on the perforation. If one proposal has two or more contributors, each of them must sign related documents according to above-mentioned requirements.
(3) Proposals should avoid any alternation or insertion of words (except amendments made according to the written requirements of Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade). If amendments must be made to correct errors, the contributor shall sign on the amendments for confirmation (The signing requirements accord with those mentioned in 6.3 (1) / (2)).
(4) The design drawings and design application proposals must be submitted in both formats of JPG and PDF (with a resolution of 300 dpi or higher) at the same time. There is no limit on file format of the design specifications. The contributor may describe the design in words or through other means. But the specifications must be clear and readable. In addition, the design drawings of the emblem and mascot can be created by hand or by drawing software (of any type). If it is created by hand, the contributor must submit a scanned hand-drawn manuscript. Contributors should cooperate to submit the original manuscripts, printed documents or editable data documents at the possible request of the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade after the deadline of this contribution campaign. 
(5) Requirements for submission of the design drawings of the emblem and mascot:
The design drawings shall be in color, and each one for the emblem or mascot shall be displayed horizontally on one sheet of A4 paper. The design drawings shall include:
The design drawing of the emblem for the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade,
The front view of the mascot,
The three-view drawing of the mascot (including left, right and back);
If the mascot design in the design proposal is composed of a group of mascots (two or more), the design drawing of the design proposal (a group of mascots) should also be printed or drawn on one sheet of A4 paper.
(6) If any document in the proposal for re-evaluation is created outside the territory of China, it shall be notarized by a notary office of the host country and authenticated by the Chinese embassy or consulate in the host country, or shall go through the certification procedures stipulated in the relevant treaties concluded between China and the host country. If it is created in Hong Kong, Macao or Taiwan, it shall go through the corresponding certification procedures.
6.4 Language of Proposal    
The proposals must be in Chinese or English. If any document in the proposal is in a language other than Chinese or English, the contributor shall provide the corresponding Chinese translation and ensure the authenticity and accuracy of the translation.
6.5 Time and Method of Receiving Proposals    
(1) The contributor shall send the proposal that meets all requirements to the contribution mailbox after the starting time and before the deadline for receiving.
The starting time and deadline for receiving the proposals shall be subject to the time of reception designated by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade:
Starting time: 9:00, April 29, 2019 (Beijing time).
Deadline: 17: 00, June 13, 2019 (Beijing time).
(2) Proposals received by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade after the deadline will not be accepted. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will start the formal elements examination and primary selection of all the proposals from June 13, 2019 (Beijing time).
(3) If the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade decides to postpone the deadline for receiving the proposals, it shall publish relevant information on the official website (URL) and Red Star News at least 10 days before the updated deadline. In this case, the rights and obligations of the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and the contributors must be subject to the adjusted deadline for receiving the proposals.
6.6 Change and Withdrawal of Proposals
(1) A contributor may change or withdraw his or her submitted proposal prior to the deadline for receiving, provided that the contributor (who must be exactly the same person as the one who has submitted the proposal) notifies the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade in writing. The written notice must specify the submission time and method of the submitted proposal, and the contributor shall sign for confirmation (subject to the same signing requirements as those in 6.3(1) / (2)). If a contributor requests to change the proposal, the changed one shall be simultaneously submitted according to all the requirements in 6.1-6.5.
(2) The notice of change or withdrawal and the changed proposal must be effectively sent to the mailbox of this contribution campaign before the deadline for receiving. Any notice or proposal delivered after the deadline for receiving the proposals shall have no effect.
6.7 Any design proposal with any of the following problems will be deemed as not eligible for this contribution campaign:
(1) Lack of any one of the design drawings, design specifications and design application proposals of the emblem or mascot;
(2) Any proposal of the emblem and mascot on which the information of its contributor can be identified;
(3) Designs that are likely to be confused with logos of other international sports organizations, as well as logos or mascots of other domestic or international large-scale games or events;
(4) Designs that contain the emblems and mascots of the previous Universiades, any other works, any original works or any products;
(5) Designs that may infringe any right of a third party, including but not limited to copyright, trademark right, appearance design, etc.;
(6) The design of a contribution is the same or similar with other released designs (including but not limited to the works released online).
(7) The design contains political, religious or commercial information (including but not limited to the trademarks, package design patents, etc., being applied or registered from the contributor themselves).
(8) The design is against the laws and regulations of the PRC, against the concepts of Universiade, or against public orders and custom.
Part VII Procedure Arrangement and Bonus of Contribution Campaign
7.1 Since the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade released this contribution document, any contributor can download the document from the Redstar New of Chengdu Economic Daily and the official website.
7.2 Contributors shall produce proposals based on the requirements in this contribution document, and make sure the proposals are sent to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade during the proposal collection period. All proposals will not be returned to the contributors.
7.3 When the proposal collection period ends, the Evaluation Committee will first check the formats of the proposals. Any proposal that does not meet the requirements for file format, as stipulated in this contribution document, shall be seen as invalid.
7.4. The Evaluation Committee will examine and assess all proposals that meet the requirements for format. Examination and assessment will be carried in the following steps:
(1) Choose no more than 100 proposals for publicity and voting (each proposal should include a design for the emblem and a design for the mascot for the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade).
(2) Choose the top ten proposals that get the most votes, and send the ten proposals to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade to make final decision.
7.5 The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and FISU will make the final decision on the emblem and the mascot of Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade.
7.6 As for the proposals that get the most votes from online voting (one for emblem and one for mascot), each contributor of the proposals will receive a reward of RMB 30,000 (pre-tax). For the proposals entering into the waiting list, each contributor will receive a reward of RMB 10,000 (pre-tax). Each contributor whose proposals rank second in online voting (one for emblem and one for mascot) will receive a reward of RMB 30,000 (pre-tax). Each contributor whose proposal chosen as the emblem or the mascot of the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade (one for each) will receive a reward of RMB 100,000 (pre-tax). The three types of rewards will not be provided cumulatively. When there is no suitable proposal, the corresponding reward will not be provided.
When there are two contributors or more for each proposal, the rewarded contributors shall allocate the reward on their own. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will not be held accountable for disputes arising from reward allocation. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will send the reward after tax to the accounts provided by the contributors according to law, after the contribution campaign ends and the Committee has received all the files that meet the requirements.    
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Part VIII Explanation of Contribution Document
8.1 The contribution document (including its attachments, contribution proposals and other related documents) is in both Chinese and English. If there is any inconsistency between the Chinese version and the English version, the Chinese version prevails.
8.2 The documents serving as part of the contribution document should explain and complement each other. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to explain, clarify, add contents to, and explain any of the documents, and / or take other necessary measures.
8.3 Revision or Revocation of Contribution Document
(1) The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to revise or to revoke the contribution document before the proposal collection period ends, no matter what the reason is. Such revision or revocation will be published on the Redstar News of Chengdu Economic Daily, and will be valid upon publication. Contributors should produce their proposals based on the fore-mentioned information.
(2) Under no circumstances shall the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade be responsible for the contributors, in the cases of including but not limited to: any technical fault, failure or delay in the process of proposal collection, any loss or harm caused by participating in or failing to participate in the campaign, and any loss of contents, profits, direct or indirect punishment or damage in this process.
8.4 All proposals submitted to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will not be returned (which also applies when a contributor quit the campaign).
8.5 Schedule for Document and Proposal Contribution
In this contribution document and all its attachments, proposals as well as other related documents, the days mentioned are all in calendar days (instead of working days). All specific time mentioned are all in Beijing time.
8.6 Protection of Personal Information
All personal information of contributors provided for the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade according to this contribution document will be used for this campaign only, and will not be used for any other purposes. The telephone numbers will only be used to contact the contributors. Passport or ID card information will only be used to examine and verify the identities of contributors. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will not disclose the information aforementioned to any other third parties. Contributors are entitled to withdraw such data and information.
The data and information will only be used during proposal collection, for the fore-mentioned purposes. The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will take all reasonable and possible measures to protect the information provided by contributors. The information will be destroyed and deleted when it will no longer be used.
8.7 Rights Reserved by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade
(1) According to the regulations in this contribution document, the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade reserves the right to revise or revoke any contents in the contribution document, based on the preparing process for the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade and in the process of the Universiade.
(2) The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to postpone or amend the schedule of this campaign.
(3) The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to reject any or all proposals that do not meet the requirements of the application or evaluation rules or to declare the contribution procedures invalid at any time before determining the winning proposal, and the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade shall not assume any responsibility.
(4) The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to select one or more winning proposals, or to announce that it has failed to select a proposal that best meets the characteristics of the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade.
(5) Other rights of the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade as specified in this contribution document and the proposal.
(6) The Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade reserves the right to interpret this contribution campaign and this contribution document.
Part IX Important Legal Provisions to be Observed by Contributors
9.1 Applicable Law
The contribution is governed by the laws of the People's Republic of China.
9.2 Confidentiality and Publicity Restrictions
No matter whether the proposal submitted by the contributor is selected, the contributor shall, before the closing date of the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade, undertake the obligation of confidentiality for the proposals submitted for participating in this contribution campaign and the information related to the proposals, and ensure that he/she will not disclose any of the above-mentioned information to any third party in any way. The contributor shall not, at any time and at any place, conduct a commercial publicity in any form on whether to respond to this contribution document and whether to participate in this contribution campaign, nor shall he/she express or imply any connection with the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade and the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade.
During this contribution, the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade reserves the right to cancel the qualification of the contributors who violate the above-mentioned confidentiality and publicity restrictions.
If the contributor's breach of the above-mentioned confidentiality and publicity restrictions causes any losses to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade, the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to claim compensation from the contributor.
9.3 Intellectual Property Issues of Candidate Proposal and Winning Proposal
(1) The contributors of the candidate proposals shall sign relevant legal documents with the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade within 10 days after receiving the notice from the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, and agree to modify and perfect their proposals on their own or authorize the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade to make appropriate amendments and improvements if necessary, and make agreements on relevant intellectual property rights and other issues involved in the proposals. If the contributor explicitly refuses to sign the above-mentioned documents, it shall be deemed that the contributor has voluntarily renounced his/her candidacy. Under this circumstance, the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade will no longer use the candidate's proposal as a candidate.
(2) If the proposal is selected as the winning proposal, the contributor should transfer the copyrights (including but not limited to property right, neighboring right, derivative product development right), patent rights (including but not limited to appearance design patent right), trademark rights (including but not limited to the registered trademark right) and all other intellectual property rights, rights related to intellectual property rights, ownership rights and all related derivative rights that are available, enjoyed and not prohibited by applicable laws worldwide automatically, gratuitously or permanently from the final confirmation date of the winning proposal to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (including other third parties recognized by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade); the contributor of the winning proposal undertakes not to exercise and authorizes the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (including other third parties recognized by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade), within the scope permitted by law, to permanently and exclusively exercise the copyright-related personal rights related to the winning proposal all over the world.

Article 2 The Accepter hereby voluntarily makes the following pledges and commitments to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and relevant subsidiary bodies regarding matters related to the participation of the Accepter in this contribution campaign:
1. 3. The Accepter and the Accepter personnel and relatives will not, at any time and at any place, conduct commercial publicity in any form about the participation of the Accepter in this contribution campaign, and shall not express or imply any connection between the Accepter and the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade and other relevant institutions. Without the written consent of the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, the Accepter shall not use or authorize the use of any Universiade property, including but not limited to the logo, emblem, trademarks, theme, marks, mascot or other expressions.
4. Unless otherwise agreed with the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, all fees and expenditures incurred by the Accepter in participating in this contribution campaign shall be borne by the Accepter.
5. The Accepter shall have the capacity for civil rights and disposing capacity to participate in this contribution activity (if the Accepter is a person without or with limited capacity for civil conduct, he/she shall participate with the consent of his/her agent ad litem, and both the Accepter and the agent ad litem shall sign any document submitted to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade). Any and all seals, signatures and any and all documents submitted by the Accepter in this contribution campaign shall be true, legal, valid and binding on the Accepter.
6. The Accepter respects any and all comments and decisions of the Evaluation Committee of the contribution campaign and the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade on the contribution proposal.
7. The Accepter promises not to derogate in any way the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade. The Accepter always respects the dignity and honor of the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and will not exercise any rights that may damage the rights, image, fame or reputation of the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade and the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade.
Article 3 The Accepter hereby makes the following pledges and commitments to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and the relevant subsidiary bodies on relevant matters regarding the use, transfer and ownership of the rights and interests of the intellectual property rights and other rights and interests of the contributor's proposal as follows:
1. The Accepter guarantees the originality of the design proposal submitted to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (including any proposal submitted under any circumstance and at any time such as initial submission, subsequent modification, supplement, deepening or withdrawal before submission, and, including but not limited to, mascot image artwork, emblem, mascot name, design specification text, the aforesaid complete work/name and any element or component of the work/name included in the design proposal). The Accepter also guarantees that the design proposal is completed independently by the Accepter without the assistance of others and that the design proposal and the use of the design proposal by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (including the third party approved by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade) are free from any infringement, breach of contract and any other illegal or improper circumstances.
2. The Accepter understands and agrees that if the proposal submitted is selected as a candidate or winning proposal, the Accepter shall abide by the following agreements:
(1) The Accepter whose proposal is selected as the candidate proposal shall sign relevant legal documents with the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade according to the time and place required within 10 days upon the receipt of the notice from the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, and agree to on his/her own or authorize the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade to make appropriate amendments and improvements for the proposal if necessary, and make agreements on issues such as relevant intellectual property rights involved in the proposal. If the Accepter explicitly refuses to sign the above-mentioned documents, it shall be deemed that the Accepter has voluntarily renounced his/her candidacy. (2) If the proposal is selected as the winning proposal, the Accepter should transfer the copyrights (including but not limited to copyright, property right, neighboring right, and right to develop derivatives), patent rights (including but not limited to the right to apply for a patent for appearance design), trademark rights (including but not limited to the registered trademark application right) and all other intellectual property rights, rights related to intellectual property rights, ownership and all related derivative rights that are available, enjoyed and not prohibited by applicable laws worldwide involved in the proposal, automatically, gratuitously and permanently to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (including other third parties recognized by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade); the Accepter undertakes not to exercise or authorize the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade (including other third parties recognized by the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade), within the scope permitted by law, to permanently and exclusively exercise the copyright-related personal rights related to the winning proposal all over the world.
3. The Accepter guarantees that, before submitting the design proposal to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, the Accepter himself/herself hasn't behaved to or authorize any third party to disclose, publish, use or develop the design proposal in any form on a global scale; after the design proposal is submitted to the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, the Accepter himself/herself shall not behave to or authorize any third party to disclose, publish, use or develop the design proposal in any form until the end of the contribution campaign and the date when the design proposal has not been selected as a candidate one.
4. The Accepter understands and agrees that the Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to use freely any and all proposals submitted by the contributor, including but not limited to relevant shooting, recording, publishing, broadcasting and other activities for recording the work process and mascot publicity, in organizing the contribution campaign and reviewing the design of the emblem and mascot of the Chengdu 2021 Summer Universiade.

Article 4 The Accepter voluntarily commits to bear the following responsibilities for any and all actions of violence against the Commitment Letter from the Accepter, the Accepter personnel, and / or relatives of the Accepter.
1. If the Accepter fails to meet or violates commitments under the Commitment Letter before the end of the contribution campaign, or does not take effective remedial measures within 10 days after Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade issues a written notice for correction, Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade has the right to disqualify the Accepter and request the Accepter to compensate the total losses thereby caused to the Committee (including but not limited to reputation losses, direct economic losses, the losses of the third party that the Committee is liable for.)
2. If the proposal submitted by the Accepter or the use of the proposal by Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade in any form makes the Committee confront or suffer any claims, complaints, lawsuits, arbitration, etc. from a third party, or suffer any direct or indirect reputation losses and economic losses, the Accepter, in any circumstance, shall take adequate and appropriate measures at his own expense on request by Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, so as to ensure the use of the proposal by Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade and that the Committee is free from any influence by the requirements above. The Accepter shall also compensate all losses thereby caused to Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade. 
Article 5 The Commitment Letter is interpreted in accordance with the laws and regulations of the People's Republic of China. 
Article 6 The Commitment Letter shall enter into force once signed. Without the written consent of Chengdu Preparatory Committee of the Universiade, it shall not be withdrawn or revoked for any reason. 
Article 7 This Commitment Letter shall enter into force on the date of being signed (together by the legal agent if any) and stamped (seal is not required if the contributor is a natural person) by the Accepter.
